Our goal for this year from this Club was $6,000 USD 
which produces $24,000 USD for our kids from the Rotary 
Foundation. Bear started off this year's fund with $700 
USD.  
 
Kathi Foraker reported this week.... After the meeting on 
8/27/09, we have Total Pledges of $ 4795. The Change 
Cups for the four meetings in August total $ 574.56 - 
which gives us a Grand Total of $5,369.56. This was 
supplemented with funds collected last year above our 
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pledge amount so Bear was able to report to the Chang 
Puak Club in Chiang Mai that a check for our $6,000 
pledge is being sent to Rotary Foundation where it will be 
multiplied with District and RI matching grants to produce 
$24,000. This will go toward upgrading school toilets, 
libraries and sport facilities for the use of these Thai 
Mountain Kids.
